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I have reviewed the correction to the accompanying Rule 5-17 A, and
determined that the matter being corrected is a nonsubstantive error, and
that the correction is necessary to insure that the published rule and
corresponding opinion conform to the adopted rule, pursuant to section 24-4-
103(11)(d), C.R.S. (2019).

The correction addresses the inadvertent omission of the word “absence” from
the promulgated version of the rule, adopted June 5, 2020, submitted under
Tracking Number 2020-00257, specifically:

The second sentence of Rule 5-17 A should include
the word “absence” and should read: To be eligible for
this leave, employees shall have one (1) year of
service and an application for the STD benefit shall
be submitted within thirty (30) days of the beginning
of the absence.
