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We hope to provide in this Centennial Edition of the 1976 Colorado Ab-
stract of Votes as complete a picture of voting behavior as our data
will permit. We, therefore, include tallies of the number of people
actually voting at the polls, and both the computed NO VOTE for each
election contest as well as the computation for registered voters NOT
VOTING at all.

Computer techniques used for the first time this Centennial Year per-
mit the presentation of data by district and by primary and general
election. In each election contest, the poll book count is presented.
The total vote for all candidates in each contest is then subtracted
and the NO VOTE in that contest is abstracted as the last candidate.
Total voter registration is also presented by election district.
Those who did not vote at all are abstracted by subtracting the poll
book count from the number registered to vote.

We hope this abstracted NO VOTE and NOT VOTING data will be useful
tools for better understanding the voting patterns of all the citi-
zens represented by the officials elected to be their government.

This Centennial edition is dedicated to these 1,104,739 electors who
voted in Colorado's 1976 Centennial election year. These 82 percent
of those registered to vote are the largest number of people ever to
vote in a Colorado general electionm.

The Colorade Constitution provides that 8% of
the legal voters may propose any measure by
petition. Article 40 of Title I, CRS 1973, revised,
provides specific procedures for submitting in-
itiative petitions. Deadline for filing of the peti-
tions with the Secretary of State is four months
prior to the election. {Colorado Constitution.)

The Colorado Constitution provides that a
referendum may be ordered against any act of the
General Assembly excep* laws necessary for im-
mediate preservation of the public peace, health
or safety, and appropriations for the support and
maintenance of the Department of State and state
institutions by one of two methods:

Petitions signed by 5% of the legal voters.

General Assembly.
Referendum petitions must be filed with the
Secretary of State not more than 90 days after the
final adjournment of the session of the General
Assembly that passed the bill on which the
referendum is demanded.

Composed of two Houses:
House of Representatives — 65 members.
Senate — 35 members.
{one-half elected every two years)

State Officials — 4 years
State Senators — 4 years
State Representatives — 2 years
District Attorneys — 4 years
County Officials — 4 years

Article VI, Section 25 of the Colorado Constitu-
tion provides that a Justice of the Supreme Court
or a Judge of any other court of record who
desires to retain his judicial office shall file with
the Secretary of State not more than 6 months nor
less than 3 months prior to the General Election
next prior to the expiration of his term of office a
Declaration of Intent to run for another Term.

Presidential Electors

Poll Book

Colorado has seven Presidential Electors, one
each for the five Congressmen and two United
States Senators. They meet on the first Monday
after the second Wednesday in December at 12
noon in the Governor’s office to cast their vote.
By statute they are required to vote for the pair of
Presidential and Vice Presidential candidates
who received the highest number of votes at the
preceding General Election.
